Town pool to open Saturday 

 
Town residents anticipating a Memorial Day opening for the town pool will not be disappointed this year. Officials said Tuesday night the newly reconstructed main pool and adjacent kiddy pool with its 
water playground centerpiece will open this Saturday morning, May 26. 
 
“Repairs are complete, the water was brought in by truck and the pools are both filled,” said Town Board member Peter DeLucia. “It is crystal clear and everything looks beautiful.” 
 
The third component of the town park water complex, the dive pool, will be complete, filled with water and open by July 1. 

New features 
 
Mr. DeLucia, the town’s liaison for the pool reconstruction project, said he thought town residents would be pleased when they visit the pool this year. 
 
“We have additional new decking for chairs and sunbathing and have a lot of new umbrellas,” he said. “There is a new drainage system around the pool, so we shouldn’t have the mud problem we 
experienced last year.” 
 
Additional landscaping is now being completed.  
 
“We will have lots of grassy areas for people that don’t want to be on the concrete and are installing some nice ornamental trees, shrubs and other landscaping touches,” Mr. DeLucia said. “We are also 
installing some cobblestones near the entrance and will have new signage.” 
 
Looking back over the long and often winding road that led to this year’s on-time pool opening, Mr. DeLucia said that he was very pleased with the progress made since last summer. 
 
“At the end of the process, we will have one the best pool complexes in all of northern Westchester,” he said. “I invite all town residents to stop by for a look or watch a new program on town parks and 
recreation facilities that will soon be airing on LCTV (Channel 20). I am a strong supporter of recreation in our town and this great new pool facility is part and parcel of what our residents want.”
